Drop your chil-
dren off in class at the regu-
lar time and go upstairs to
wait for the program. We
start as soon as we can. Par-
ents and grandparents are all
welcome.

School is dismissed immedi-
ately following the programs
and “Lunch Bunch" cancelled
on these days.

We remind you to bring snack
on your assigned day. Your
help assures we have a good
variety of food and that our
snacks are nutritious. Re-
member to send pre-
packaged, store bought food.

The dead-
line for returning students is
February 1st, 2010.
